3. PUBLIC INFORMATION ON ANY AGENDA ITEM – OPEN OR CLOSED:  None

4. INFORMATION ITEMS:

A.  District Manager’s Monthly Report:
1. Report on Highway accident:  GSRMA is working with the driver’s insurance 

company for payment.  However, since she hit the culvert on the east side of the road, Cal Trans is also involved, so it may take some time to collect on the claim.

2.  Award for participation in GSRMA’s Accreditation Program and Divident:  We received a $625.80 dividend this year which will be applied to our insurance for the next fiscal year.  Will also be receiving a check for $1,125.39 for our participation in the accreditation program.

3.  Trustee Hamman’s re-appointment & Trustee Hughes Check Signing Authority:

Larry has been re-appointed and needs to go to the Board of Supervisor’s office to take the Oath of Office.  Joe needs to go to the Auditor’s Office to be deputized.

5. BOARD DISCUSSION & POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS:

A.  Annual Election of Board Chairman:  Following a general discussion, Larry Hamman presented a motion to appoint Joe Hughes as board chairman; the motion was 2nd by Joe; all ayes, motion passed.

B.  Annual Appointment of Budget Committee Chairman:  Following a general discussion, the trustees decided a budget committee chairman was not necessary.

C.  Set Spending Limitation:  Larry Hamman presented a motion to set the spending limitation for the 20-21 fiscal year at $1,086,565.47; the motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes, motion passed.

D.  Preliminary Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District Budget Discussions:  A review of the Estimated Cost of Operations Worksheet, the Employee Cost Worksheets was held.  (see copies attached)

E.  Review of District Structures & Improvements List: A review of these two lists was done by the trustees.  The Veterans’ Niche Project is progressing and will be done within the next few months.

F.  Review of District’s Equipment Inventory List:  A general review was conducted on the district’s list of equipment.  Pat noted that there doesn’t appear to be the need for any major purchases in the near future.

G.  Review of District’s Fee Schedule:  A review of our current fee schedule and a comparison of neighboring districts was held.  The trustees stated that they do not see any reason to change our fees at this time.

H.  Resolution of Intent to Levy and Collect Assessment for 2020-21.  Upon a motion presented by Larry Hamman, Resolution 20-2 was approved; the motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes, motion passed.

I.  Resolution Approving the Engineer’s Report for 20-21:  Upon a motion presented by Larry Hamman and 2nd by Joe Hughes, Res/ 20-01 was approved; all ayes, motion passed.

J.  Adoption of Preliminary Assessment District Budget:  Following a discussion of the two options presented, Larry Hamman presented a motion to approve Option 1 of the 19-20 expenditures and Option 1 of the 20-21 budget;  the motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes, motion passed.  (See copy of worksheet attached).

K.  Change in Status of Employee – Secretary:  Pat reported that Angie is doing a fine job and that she feels she should be hired as full-time employee with benefits as of July 1, 2020 at the rate of $18 per hour.  Pat added that she will continue to train her, but that by the end of the year, she should be able to perform all necessary tasks.  Larry Hamman presented a motion to change Angie’s status to full time as of July 1, 2020 at the rate of $18 per hour plus benefits.  The motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes, motion passed.

A. Approval of May 13, 2020 minutes:  Upon a motion presented by Larry Hamman and 2nd by Joe Hughes, the minutes of the May 13, 2020 meeting were approved as presented; all ayes, motion passed.

and 2nd by Joe Hughes, the check registers including checks 17697 to 17727 were approved as presented; all ayes, motion passed.
