4.  INFORMATIOM ITEMS:

     A.  District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1. Grounds: Staff has been doing a great job of keeping the district clean. We posted signs throughout the cemetery on January 13, 2023 in both English and Spanish notifying the public of our annual Spring clean up scheduled for February 1, 2023.  If they had personal items, they didn’t want cleaned up they needed to remove it themselves and they could place it back post February 1, 2023.  Staff went through the whole cemetery the first week in February cleaning up holiday decorations, broken/worn items, artificial flowers and glass vases left on headstones for preparation of our mowing season.  The cemetery looks great, and we have received many compliments on its appearance.
2.  Report on Golden State Risk Management Authority Site Inspection. February 5, 2023 Angie sat down with our representative Steve Wood to go over our site requirements.  Paperwork is in order however our Injury & Illness Prevention Plan needs to be updated.  Steve emailed a template to get us up to date.  Angie will work on updates in between customers.  
3.  Report on Special District’s Financial Transaction Report.  Each year our auditor submits our financial reports to the State of California on behalf of the district.  This year Bob submitted on our behalf on January 12, 2023.  Angie signed the report and mailed it into the state for processing.
4.  Annual Reporting for Off-Road Diesel Regulation has been completed and accepted for the year 2023.
5.  California Environmental Reporting has been completed for 2023 and a representative from Butte County to do a site inspection. After going through paperwork compliance, we were good to go in the office.  We went outside for a walk through of the property & shop.  We discussed the oil being stored was less that 55 gallons so we were compliant for top-off oil.  However, the used oil needs to be properly documented and stored.  Currently it does not meet state regulation. Ramos oil is contracted to dispose of the used oil. After that we need to no longer store oil and we can be removed from the states list of producers of waste.
