3. PUBLIC COMMENT ON ANY AGENDA ITEM – OPEN OR CLOSED:  None

4. INFORMATION ITEMS:

A. District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1. Update on Veterans’ Niche Wall:  The Koppenberg Enterprises, the niche company will be here in a couple of weeks to install the top pieces of marble.
2. Deputizing Angie:  Last Wednesday, Angie was deputized to sign checks, check registers and ACH forms.

3. Update on Farm Lease:  Other than Mr. Khan we have not heard of any other interested parties.  Mr. Khan said he would plant the acreage to an annual crop rather than an orchard if we prefer.

4. Update on New Plan for District Structure:  Pat reported that she has talked to Arthur on three different occasions about the new structure and how important it is to work with Angie.  For a while Arthur seems o.k. and then he goes back to being difficult (see notes attached).  Pat added that had the board not agreed that he and Angie would share the management of the District, the Board had the option to advertise for a Manager and would have been working for a complete stranger; he agreed that that might have been difficult for him.  I have asked Arthur to let Angie know when he has to leave to get parts, etc., just as he did for me.  Pat stated that she doesn’t understand the change in Arthur – he has always been a good employee – maybe he just assumed that once Pat completely retired he would automatically move up to Manager – a position he is not qualified to do.

Larry said he would talk to Arthur and Joe said we should give him one more month to improve.

5.  BOARD DISCUSSION & POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS:

     A.  Presentation of District Audit for FYE 6/30/20:  Pat reported that she has verified the report and everything appears to be correct.  (See letter from accountant).  Following a general discussion, Larry Hamman presented a motion to approve the audit; the motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes; all ayes; motion passed.

     B.  Proposal to Trim Oleanders:  Rivera Contracting has presented a bid to do a major trim all of the oleanders and flotinias in the back for a total of $8,447.60 (includes hauling off debris).  This is the same company that performed the work the last time.  Following a general discussion, Larry Hamman presented a motion to approve Rivera Contracting bid as presented.  The motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes; all ayes, motion passed.

     C.  Proposal to Change Telephone Provider:  Our telephone and internet provider is very slow and sometimes not very reliable.  Christiansen & Kern the company we purchase our phone through has recommended changing the service to TPX Corporation.  There would be a one time installation charge of $625 with a monthly fee.  This would be a reduction in monthly fees of approximately $15 per month with more reliable service – especially during stormy weather.  This same system has been installed at the Biggs and Gridley schools.  Following a general discussion, Larry Hamman presented a motion approving the change in providers.  The motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes; motion passed.
