4.  INFORMATIOM ITEMS:

     A.  District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1. California Air Resources Board are updating their regulation on requiring zero emissions by 2024.  According to their press release they state that one commercial backpack leaf blower ran for one hour generates the same smog-forming emissions as a car driving 1,100 miles.  Although we may not agree with their decision we feel it’s in the best interest of the district to start to purchase backup weed eaters, blowers, or other small engine equipment for storage. Post 2023 it will become harder and harder to come by these small engine.  Once phase 2 is complete in 2028 they will no long be available.  This is not something we need to change right away but it is coming down the pipeline.  

2.  Grounds Spring clean-up was completed February 1, 2022.  The grounds are really looking great which is a direct reflection on the dedication of our ground staff.  I have received numerous compliments from families that the cemetery is looking beautiful.
3.  Report on New Employees:  Nick Caldwell and Steven Price have been doing a phenomenal job for the district.  They have both brought new ideas to the table and get along well with the other staff.  I feel that we have a great team going out there.  
4.  The County has been undergoing some updates and they have implemented new software that is no longer compatible with that of the districts.  I’ve done some research and the last time we updated the software in the office was 2006 which at that time the computer we got was already 4 years old.  I would like to ask the district for and upgraded system so that I can communicate with the county offices.  Larry Hamman presented a motion to purchase an upgraded computer with the software needed for day to day operation.  Larry Evans 2nd the motion. All ayes, motion passed.
5.  GSRMA will be offering some safety classes for our grounds crew on March 16 in Roseville at the Equipment Show.  All grounds will attend to comply with furthering education of health and safety for our staff.

a. Larry Hamman presented a motion to purchase an Auger attachment with 9inch diameter for $2,184.16. Larry Evans 2nd the motion. All ayes, motion passed. 

b. Larry Evans presented a motion to purchase a Hustler mower with 72” deck and mulching kit for $17,161.07. Larry Hamman 2nd the motion; all ayes, motion passed.

c.  Larry Evans presented a motion to purchase another side by side vehicle for ground staff to get around the grounds for work for $10,299 plus tax.  Larry Hamman 2nd the motion.
