3. PUBLIC INFORMATION ON ANY AGENDA ITEM – OPEN OR CLOSED:  None

4. INFORMATION ITEMS: 

A. Manager’s Monthly Report:  Pat reported on the following:
1.  Report on Highway Accident:  On April 1 at 5:30 a.m. a lady traveling south on Hwy. 99 swerved, hitting the culvert on the east side of the road, swerved again, went across the highway, and took out two sections of fence.  A claim was filed with our insurance agent and a copy of the CHP report was also forwarded to GSRMA as well as to the driver’s insurance agent.  Two quotes were obtained to replace the two sections of fence and they were also forwarded to the insurance companies.

2.  Report on Memorial Day Program:  The MVCH committee has decided to cancel this year’s program due to the Corona Virus.  Our staff has decided we still need to honor our veterans and will be putting out the small flags and crosses, but not the big flags as it will be difficult to get any help to put them up and guard them.  On Monday, Arthur will fly the big flags at the Court of Honor.

3.  Report on Sale of Mower:  Leif Fields of Golden State Tree Service offered us $3,000 for the 2003 Hustler mower we have been trying to sell.  We have had it advertised for quite some time for $3,500 with no response.  We had to replace the battery and two tires for an approximate cost of $300.  Leif is also interested in purchasing the next oldest mower when we decided to sell it.

4.  Progress Report on New Veterans’ Niches:  Koppenburg Enterprises are working on our new niches and they will probably be ready to install in June.  I asked them not to plan on installing them close to Memorial Day as we will need to remove some bushes and pour a concrete pad and should we have had our Memorial Day Program I didn’t want the area torn up.

5.  Report on New Secretary:  Angie is working out very well – she catches on quickly and is very thorough.  Since we have had very few burials the last couple of months, it has given me time to train her and audit all of our records for the time Kristin was here to make sure everything is in good order.  This was a good way for her to understand our mapping, burial records and bookkeeping systems.  The only down-side has been that since we have had so few burials she has not an opportunity to do much scheduling and the variables involved.  I have been working full time since Kristin left and Angie started, but plan to go back to part-time next week.  I also had Angie take a Brown Act Class on line last week.  

6.  Report on Trustee Hamman’s Term of Office:  The Board of Supervisors now require that trustees complete an application for appointment which Larry has done and submitted it to the Board.  The appointment will be placed on the Board of Supervisor’s agenda in May.

7.  Report on Indigent Burial Program:  So far this fiscal year, we have been paid for 29 indigent burials at $268.50 each for a total of $7,786.50.  We have another invoice that we have submitted for more burials ($1,074.00), bringing the total to 32 for the year.  
   Pat added that this is a good revenue source to supplement our revenue and should we have the opportunity to bid on the contract we should.  Since the number of burials we have done this year is down, this will help supplement our budget.

A. LAFCO ELECTION BALLOT:  Candidates for LAFCO Board of Directors are: Larry Bradley, Durham Park & Rec., Tom Lando, Chico Park & Rec., & Aimee Raymond, Rock Creek Reclamation District.  Larry Hamman presented a motion for no vote as they are not familiar with the qualifications of any of the candidates.  The motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes., motion passed.

6. CONSENT CALENDAR:     

A. Approval of March 11, 2020 minutes:  Upon a motion presented by Larry Hamman, the minutes of the March 11, 2020 meeting were approved as presented.

B.  Approval of April & May Check Registers:  Upon a motion presented by Larry Hamman and 2nd by Joe Hughes, the check registers including checks 17659 to 17696 were approved as presented; all ayes, motion passed.
