     A.  District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1.Report on grounds & Preventative maintenance – Kurtis:  A lot of rain has come out way. Lots of hangers have fallen from the trees making less work for the staff. Once they are down on the ground we can get them with the chainsaws.  Some trees are on watch for us. With the ground being really wet and the strong winds to come we are worried some trees may become hazardous quickly.  Staff will be prepared to block roads for public safety. If need be Angie will be in contact with the board in case we need to act quickly for safety. 
2.  Memorial Day 2023 program planning has begun. Angie is working with the Military Court of Honor Committee to ensure a great program this year. Staff reported to Angie availability that weekend to work on guarding casket flags around the clock. The district is liable for these flags as veteran families donated them to fly the streets of the Cemetery each Memorial Day. 
3.  Report on GSRMA – RMAP application – Angie submitted the RMAP application to Golden State Risk Management for review. Each year the district must submit the application to our insurance providers to see if we have qualified for any reimbursements for improving risk management and safety. The application will be reviewed, and we should hear back from GSRMA sometime in May.   
4.  Report on road repairs needed by the bridge and seal pavement cracks:  As a form of preventative maintenance, we do regular was throughs of the grounds looking for repairs in need. It has come to our attention that the roadways need to be re sealed as a preventative maintenance schedule.  The grave is very loose coming into the parking lot by the shop. The public tends to speed through there which only makes the problem worse. Per the board, Kurtis will research estimate and get advice from local companies on what the district is looking at in terms.
