3.  PUBLIC COMMENT ON ANY AGENDA ITEM – OPEN OR CLOSED: None
4.  INFORMATIOM ITEMS:

     A.  District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1. The Memorial Day 2022 preparations are in full swing. Angie is working with the Military Veterans Court of Honor committee to prepare for the upcoming program. According to the MVCH members representing the VFW & American Legion they have staff to cover the 6pm to 6am shift and our staff will not be needed. In years past they did not have the man-power to pull off the overnight guard, but they have reassured Angie & Kurtis that they will for this year.  They claimed they don’t have the money to pay our guys to keep watch so they will make sure the flags are watched over.  I explained to them these casket flags that we fly are donated back to the district ensuring the will be well kept and flown for Memorial Day.  They understand the importance and say this has always been their honor to keep guard.  The trustees also understand the importance these flags hold and have offered to continue to staff the Memorial Day weekend as done so for years and years.  Between Angie and the grounds crew, the flags will not be left unattended over the weekend to ensure no vandalism occurs on our grounds.  Chairman Hughes explained Memorial Day weekend is something the whole community looks forward to and everyone is well aware of all the effort put in by our staff.  Compensation will not be an issue for coverage over the Memorial day weekend. 
2.  The 2021 Government Compensation in California (GCC) report to the State Controller’s Office was submitted and accepted on behalf of the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District.  This is a wage report that is submitted to the state each year by the District Manager.
3.  The U.S. Census of Government Bureau: Survey of Public Employment & Payroll for Special Districts and Local Agencies was also submitted and accepted on behalf of the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District.
BOARD DISCUSSION & POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS:

A.  Request for comment from the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District was received from the Butte Local Agency, Formation, Commission (LAFCO) on the future development of 40 acres on the land south of Heron Landing with approximately 202 lots for single family homes. After some discussion it is agreed that this is only beneficial to the district and community.  No comment to be filed to LAFCO; No action was taken.  
B. Bid Review for tree trimming/removal came in from the last storm that took out 1 tree completely but knocked 3 others down halfway and various other branches hanging loose in the trees.  Larry Hamman motioned to accept the bid from Big T’s Trees estimate for $15,750.00 plus $4,000 estimated in removing broken branches.  Larry Evans 2nd the motion; all ayes, motion passed.

C. Request for approval for removing the emergent trees that were leaning over from the last big storm.  Manager would like to request payment of that invoice to North Valley Tree Service for coming out to removing 2 hazardous trees.  Larry Evans presented a motion to pay the 2 invoices for removing the 2 hazardous trees in the amounts of $4,500 and $5,200 to North Valley Tree Service.  Larry Hamman 2nd the motion; all ayes, motion passed. 
6.  CONSENT CALENDAR
     
A.  Approval of April 13, 2022 Board meeting minutes and May, 2022 check registers.   Upon a motion presented by Larry Evans and 2nd by Larry Hamman, the minutes of the April 13, 2022 meeting & the check register including checks 18611 to 18660 were approved. All ayes, motion passed
B. 3rd Quarter Financial Statement- tabled till the June 2022 meeting as the county has changed their programs and reports are being lost in Workday.  Manager is registered for Workday training on May 23 & 24 to be educated on where reports can be found.

7.  TRUSTEES DISCUSSIONS, QUESTIONS, AND COMMENTS:  

A.  Larry Evans made comment that he feels we are being underpaid for the work done at Thompson Flat.  Manager explained that there is not money in their budget to request for more than is being offered and the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District is maintaining the Thompson Flat Cemetery as a favor to the Districts Supervisors.  Per trustees to break even staff is to only visit the Thompson Flat Cemetery District 4 times a year.  Any more than that and our district is at a loss.  Manager agreed to only send staff 4 times a year.  No actions were made.  
8.  ADJOURNMENT:  As there was no further business to come before the board, Joe Hughes presented a motion to adjourn at 9:10am; the motion was 2nd by Larry Hamman; all ayes, motion passed.  The date of the next board meeting set for Wednesday, June 8th, 2022 at 8:30 a.m.  Meeting adjourned.
