3.  PUBLIC INFORMATION ON ANY AGENDA ITEM – OPEN OR CLOSED:  None

4.  INFORMATION ITEMS:
     A.  Office Manager’s Monthly Report:

           1. The Board of Supervisor’s have appointed a new trustee, Larry Evans to our Board of Directors on August 10, 2021.  According to the Clerk of the Board, Amy Shuman, Mr. Evans has not been sworn in and cannot take action on the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District Board until he does so. Mr. Evans was notified via email of this information and noticed regarding the meeting today.  However, Mr. Evans did not show or call the district regarding his absence.

2.  The bathrooms in the gazebo have new steal doors.  They have been painted to match the gazebo as well as new dead bolts to prevent future break-ins from the homeless camp behind the cemetery.  

3.  Vandalism around the grounds have started to pick up.  Vandals have torn apart shrub in the front by the office by the flag pole, as well as the shrubs by the gazebo bathrooms.  Joe Hughes recommended installing the cameras not only inside the office but as well as on the outside of the office to alert us of motion prior to someone breaking in.  Lights around the office and shop will be repaired and replaced.

4.  As previously discussed when doing the budget, insurances costs have increased approximately 20% for Employee Health Insurance and Long Term Care Insurance.  We knew this was coming and have budgeted accordingly but just wanted to inform the Board that such increase have now taken effect.
5.  BOARD DISCUSSION & POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS:

     A.  Potential new tenant has come forward.  Mr. Doug Wheeler has expressed interest in lease the farm land.  Larry Hamman presented a motion to redo the farm lease proposal for the use of land to grow alfalfa for $250/acre for the next 5 years with an option to renew the lease after 5 years. The motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes with such changes, all ayes, motion passed.
      B.   Claims for our insurance to have fence and sign replaced from car accident been approved.  Larry Hamman presented a motion to approve the bid from Lou’s Signs for $1501.50 to replace Cemetery Entrance & Military Veterans Court of Honor signs. Also approve the bid for Bill’s Quality Fencing for $2500.  The motion was 2nd by Joe Hughes, all ayes, motion passed.

      C.  Our workman’s compensation insurance policy holder Golden State Risk Management Company, has brought to our attention our volunteer/board members are not covered in case of injury while on our ground.  Larry Hamman & Joe Hughes both agreed this needs to be addressed.  They would like to hear more about coverage’s and quote the cost to have for the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District.  Angie will be in contact with GSRMA to attend the next meeting with that information.  Tabled till the October 2021 meeting.
      D.   Ground crew has expressed needing to update some equipment in the near future such as a trailer with a lift,  new mower and mule. Joe & Larry suggested to prioritize their list on need and readdress the board in order of necessity.

     E.   Update on Employee Structure:  Angie notified the board that things are progressing smoothly at this time.  Grounds are looking much better than they did this time last year.  Arthur is working well with his staff to maintain the grounds at the Gridley-Biggs Cemetery District.  However this is something we will need to continue to monitor as time progresses.
