3. PUBLIC COMMENT ON ANY AGENDA ITEM – OPEN OR CLOSED:  None

4. INFORMATION ITEMS:

A. District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1. Update on Veterans’ Niche Wall:  The niche wall is now complete and we are

working on the landscaping in front of the wall.  We also thought it would be a good idea to look into having a large American Flag painted on the wall that does not have niches on it.  Arthur is planning to talk to the High School Art Department and/or the Leadership class about this project.  

2. Update on Oleander/Flotinia Pruning:  Rivera Contracting has been working on this and should be done this week.  The bushes have been cut down short enough that they will not need to be trimmed for some time.

3. Update on farm lease:  Pat inquired of the trustees as to whether they knew of anyone else who would be interested in leasing the property.  After a general discussion the trustees said we should contact Mr. Khan to see if he is still interested.

4. Update on New Plan for District Structure:  Arthur is doing somewhat better but it is day to day what his attitude is.  Pat added that she had a long conversation with Bob Thomas and he said that Arthur had called him about how he was not happy that Angie had only been working here a short time and was already making almost as much as he does.  Bob seemed to think that Arthur was jealous and he explained to him that the qualifications for a District Manager in today’s world is much different than when he was Manager – and given that, Bob told him he would not be able to perform the job today.  Joe suggested that Arthur attend the next board meeting so the trustees could talk to him.  Pat added that in her opinion as of July 1, 2021 Angie will be more than capable to handle the job of Manager, that she will always be available to help, but other than the budget process Angie has performed the duties of this position by now.

5. Update on new telephone/wi-fi system.  Christianson & Kern along with TPX are going to be installing the new system very soon.  Angie gave a report on the details of the installation as she has been working with them.

6. Report on Memorial Day Program:  At this point it doesn’t appear that we will have a program due to Covid restrictions on public gatherings and even if they change we do not have speakers lined up as we generally start this process in January.  However, the staff still plans to put out the small flags and crosses and the Avenue of Flags.  Doug Kaelin’s grandson and other 4-H members are painting some of the old crosses for us.
