4.  INFORMATIOM ITEMS:

     A.  District Manager’s Monthly Report:

1. Report on updates to the Grounds - Kurtis: Groundmen have been decluttering and cleaning up throughout the cemetery.  We have pulled out a lot of dead/overgrown shrubs and flowers.  The trees in front of the niche wall were removed opening up the parking are and cremation niche wall. 
2.  The Memorial Day 2022 preparations are in full swing. Angie is working with the Military Court of Honor Committee to prepare for the upcoming program.  We are expecting full attendance from the community as well as a fly-over from Beale Air Force Base has been approved by the pentagons and Beale Air Force Base.

3.  We have plans to trim the oleanders/photinias in the back of the cemetery with the help of Nevens/Beckers staff.  Previous years this work has been contracted to a landscaping service which costs the district thousands of dollars.  This year we have staff with the knowledge to operate such equipment.  They will have their employee drive the tractor and our staff will clean up and haul away clippings.
4.  Trustee Hughes’ re-appointment was filed with the District Supervisors. They will add it to their next agenda.
5.  A new lease has been signed with Nathan Reis and the Gridley Biggs Cemetery District eft 4/1/2022 for the vacant 10 acres of land in the district’s name.  Lease has been signed for the next 5 years at $250/acre per year.
BOARD DISCUSSION & POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS:

A.  A new sign for the front office is needed.  The post and frame work is completely rotted.  We met with Lou Radley to devise a new sign and he has presented a proof that is in progress pending manager approval.  We would like to see the sign up prior to Memorial Day.  Cost of the sign with be $475 plus the cost for staff to build a new frame.  Larry Evans presented a motion to approve the new sign for $475 plus the cost of material for district staff to build the frame.  Larry Hamman 2nd the motion; all ayes, motion passed.
B. Upcoming PCA meeting will be April 27th at the Cottonwood Cemetery District.  Angie is registered if any board of trustees would like to attend please let me know prior to April 15th for RSVP.  Grounds superintendent has been trained by the Manager to cover the office for incoming calls and can process receipts for the public if anyone needs assistance.
C. Manager would like to propose to change the vacant graves in section 1, block 1 to cremation burial only.  Additionally the large shrubs in the back of the office have been removed to add in-ground cremation rows.  Its is estimated to give the district an addition 30 cremation grave available for the public.  Larry Evans motioned to change the full graves to cremation graves and add the in-ground cremation rows in sec 2 blk 2.  Larry Hamman 2nd the motion; all ayes, motion passed.
